M-STEP testing has begun for 5t graders and will continue until the 19th. Third
grade will test the first week of May. Fourth grade will test from May 13-17.

March is Reading Month was a huge hit again this year. We had a great planning
committee that went above and beyond to schedule high-interest activities and
special events. Our final reward allowed the top three students in each class who
read the most minutes a special game time with Mr. Cox. Our Read-A-Thon
fundraiser raised $5246.25!

On Monday, April 8th, the Dansville Public Library presented a “Zoo In Your
