Dansville High School students participated in the SAT and PSAT testing. These national tests are
aligned to the standards that are taught to the students in Dansville. The PSAT tests for grades 8-10
are supported by data that serve as a predictor of how a student will perform on the actual SAT
college entrance exam. By using this yearly data, teachers, parents and students can notice gaps in
learning and address skill deficits to help students improve. This also provides data for students who
are in need of extension opportunities or advanced classes.

Three members of the Dansville High School Band participated in the MSBOA State Solo and Ensemble
Festival where they received comments and an overall rating from an adjudicator. Students
participating were senior Katelynn Karkau, sophomore Halle Service and senior Hugh Service.
